City Council approves fair tax plan 
This is a very important time in the history of our city. On October 22nd, City Council
approved a new Land Transfer Tax and Vehicle Registration Fee, which will help our city fix
the budget shortfall that has resulted from the underfunded, unsustainable situation the City
has been placed in for 10 years.

It was a difficult decision, one my fellow councillors and I did not take lightly, but it will enable
us to invest in our city properly and maintain the kinds of services Torontonians expect,
demand and deserve. This fair tax plan will allow us to continue to grow by broadening the
City's sources of revenue while decreasing our dependence on property taxes. 

For 10 years, provincial downloading has forced us to cut back on
programs in our neighbourhoods and on the staff needed to deliv-
er the kinds of services that you have come to expect in this great
city. In fact, the City is foreced to spend 1/3 of its budget paying for
provincial programs! The City has been relying on its reserve funds
for 10 years, but they are now empty and we need new, diverse
sources of revenue to continue investing in Toronto.

We all want a clean, beautiful and vibrant city with a better transit
system that reaches all of Toronto's neighbourhoods. We all want community-building pro-
grams in our community centres. We all want investment in environmental, arts and youth
programs, so our families have a high quality of life in a healthy environment. I support a
strong, vibrant City of Toronto, and I know you do, too.

In addition to these new sources of revenue, City Council will continue to keep service deliv-
ery efficient and will continue to ask Premier Dalton McGuinty to upload the provincial serv-
ices Toronto now pays for out of its property tax base.

Keeping Toronto's finances sustainable will require the Province of Ontario to start paying
its bills in full, new and diverse sources of revenue (such as the Land Transfer Tax and
Vehicle Registration Fee) and continued efforts by the City to keep service delivery cost-effi-
cient every year through its budget process, and on the advice of an independent blue-rib-
bon advisory panel newly appointed by Mayor Miller to review the City’s finances.

These much-needed new resources will allow us to continue building a great city together.
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City and Local News
TTC preserves buses on Dupont 
and across the city
On September 12th, the TTC met to discuss a request from the City Manager
to cut its budget to help contain costs in light of the City's larger budget short-
fall resulting from Council's decision to delay a vote on establishing new rev-
enues through the Land Transfer Tax and Vehicle Registration Fee.

At this meeting, the TTC considered
possible cuts to service and fare
increases. Many of you were con-
cerned and voiced that concern to me
through the recent TTC survey, where
an overwhelming majority of you pre-
ferred a fare increase to cuts.

The TTC listened, and rather than cut-
ting routes, raised the price of tickets,
tokens and Metropasses in order to be
able to provide reasonable service to all
our communities.

As a result, the good news locally is that
the 26 Dupont Bus, which had been
considered for elimination, will remain
in service.

Downspout disconnection
The City of Toronto has made a change in its policy on downspout discon-
nection. Downspout disconnection is now compulsory--all homes need to
be disconnected within the next three years. Previously, the City would dis-
connect your downspout for free. That was a helpful but costly program
which has now ended. The City is considering options for extending assis-
tance to those residents who did not register under the old program.
Anyone who registered before November 20th, 2007, will still be eligible for
the old program, although the large number of participants means it will
take several years to get through the list.

Disconnecting downspouts from sewers decreases the flow of water
through sewage treatment plants. The plants can get overwhelmed during
a rainstorm, forcing plant operators to flush untreated sewage into the lake.

Plans for more alternate-
side and “Thursday
switchover” Parking 
Community meetings to be held for
street s being considered for inclusion
Over the past several years, a number of zones in
our community have had changes to their parking
regulations, requiring car owners to switch the side
of the street they park on, either every two weeks
or for one day every Thursday. The purpose of this
project is to make your street cleaner by allowing
street sweeping machines to access the side of
the street where cars are normally parked.
Generally speaking, the cleaning improvements
have been significant.

The opportunity now exists to extend this program
throughout the rest of the community on those
streets that can physically accommodate it.
Councillor Giambrone will be holding a series of
community meetings to seek input from the resi-
dents of those streets that are being considered for
inclusion. Watch for a flyer if you live on one of
them, and share the information with your neigh-
bours, so everyone has an opportunity to con-
tribute!

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Council has endorsed a new plan to achieve 70% solid waste diversion
from landfill by 2010. Key features of the plan include new garbage and
recycling carts, improved and additional collection for multi-unit build-
ings and townhouses, and expanding the Blue Box Program to accept
new materials. Waste collection will be removed from the property tax
bill, and residents will instead receive a combined Toronto Water/Solid
Waste bill for only for the waste they generate, based on the size of
their garbage cart. To lower the cost of the new carts, residents will
receive an annual rebate. Residential houses will receive new recy-
cling carts at no charge. The new system should begin by fall 2008.

Toronto partners with
Clinton Climate Initiative 
The City of Toronto was named as one of 16 world cities part-
nering with the Clinton Climate Initiative in a global Energy
Efficiency Building Retrofit Program. Also participating are
large energy service companies and five of the world's largest
banks. Cities will develop a program to make their municipal
buildings more energy efficient and provide incentives for pri-
vate building owners to retrofit their buildings with energy-
saving technologies.

2009 World Green Roof 
Congress to spotlight Toronto

Every winter drivers, cyclists and pedestrians in the
City of Toronto are challenged by snow, ice and
sleet. Transportation Services has created a Salt
Management Plan to manage the use of salt on
roads for safety purposes in winter conditions. The
result is a significant reduction in the amount of salt
used on city roads and sidewalks. 

l A recent innovation involves the mixing of salt 
with water to create a salt brine solution that is 
applied to roads either as a liquid or mixed 
with granular salt. The City's use of salt brine 
returns the roadway to normal driving conditions
quickly and is better for the environment than 
solid salt because it uses less salt. 

l In addition, the City has upgraded its equipment,
improved its use of weather forecasting informa-
tion, and provided more training for staff who 
manage salt resources. 

These changes will ensure that less salt is washed
into Lake Ontario and other fresh water systems.

Snow removal tips

Councillor Adam
Giambrone prepares for
what some believe may
be a challenging winter
for snow removal

It's beginning to look a lot like win-
ter, so it's probably time to unpack
the snow shovel.   

To get information on a storm and
on snow clearing operations you
can call the City's Snow Hotline at
416-392-SNOW. It's important to
remember that the City's first prior-
ity is keeping the main roads clear.
It will usually take 15-20 hours after
the snow stops falling for local
roads to be cleared. Please wait 24
hours after a storm before calling
us to let us know your street has
not yet been ploughed. 

Public laneways will usually be salt-
ed 1-2 days after a snowfall. 

Remember, you are responsible for
clearing the sidewalk in front of
your property within 12 hours after
a snowfall. Failure to do so could
result in a fine of $105.  Too much
salt harms the environment and
street trees, so please use it spar-
ingly when clearing snow and ice
from the sidewalk.

Coordinated street furniture program

Astral Media will provide a coordinated
street furniture program for the City over a
20 year term. Astral will rent out advertis-
ing space on transit shelters and informa-
tion pillars. Newly designed street furniture
will improve the look of public spaces, and
increase access to transit shelters, public
washrooms, waste bins, as well as
wayfinding maps and information for
tourists.

2007 Best S tart Update to T oronto Child
Care Services Plan approved

In approving the 2007 Best Start Update to
the Toronto Child Care Services Plan,
Council will continue to advocate that the
province provide increased, flexible multi-
year funding for child care in the city.

City to exp and dog off-leash areas and
increase enforcement of dog bylaws

A new off-leash policy will begin this fall,
expanding the number of off-leash areas in
City parks. To establish new off-leash
areas, dog owner groups will submit a pro-
posal to the City to establish one in a par-
ticular park. The plan also includes
increased enforcement of the leash laws,
with the addition of 10 parks bylaw
enforcement officers. 

Creation of the City's first ever
Ombudsperson approved

The new position of Ombudsperson was
approved by Council. The Ombudsperson
will be an objective investigator of com-
plaints for people who feel they have been
treated unfairly or have an unresolved
complaint about services or programs.
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Local News &Council Updates
Speed Hump s Approved on
Wyndham, Hickson and S t. Clarens
south of Dundas

Toronto and East York Community
Council approved the installation of
speed humps on Wyndham Street.  As
per City policies, the project is now on a
waiting list and will be installed once
funding becomes available.  Normally
this takes approximately one year,
although it can occasionally take longer
in rare circumstances.

Design Review Panel Pilot Project

Council approved a 12 volunteer mem-
bers to the City's Design Review Panel
Pilot Project - a two-year pilot to help
ensure a high level of urban design that
fits well into the cityscape.

New affordable housing project s
approved in W ard 18 and across the
City

Ten new affordable housing projects will
be constructed, creating 800 homes in a
plan approved by Council. The plan fea-
tures 600 new homes, with an additional
200 made available through Toronto
Community Housing Corporation proper-
ties. In Ward 18, 190 units were approved
at 48 Abell Street.

Climate Change Plan 
passes unanimously

The Climate Change and Sustainability
Plan was passed by a unanimous vote of
Council. Under the plan the City commits
to meeting Kyoto emissions target reduc-
tions of 6% by 2012, stepping that up to
30% by 2020 and 80% by 2050. Council
endorsed the creation of the $42 million
Toronto Energy Conservation Fund,
which will promote energy savings initia-
tives in city buildings, as well as schools
and hospitals. The City will obtain 25% of
its electricity from green energy sources
starting in 2008, and establish the Live
Green Toronto program that will help
community and residents' groups green
their neighbourhoods through a series of
initiatives, including green roof projects,
community gardens, and water conser-
vation programs.

Adam speaks to Toronto City Council on
behalf of the Dundas West BIA and their 
matter before council.

On November 14, Councillor
Giambrone and Councillor Gord Perks
(Ward 14 Parkdale High Park) held a
joint community meeting to introduce
the plan to eliminate the "jog" on
Dufferin Street (just north of Queen
Street West), or as one resident put it,
to "straighten Dufferin Street." The
meeting was attended by almost 100
local residents. Many came out
because they were curious about the
project, others came because they had
real concerns and questions that they
wanted addressed.

The evening began with an open
house where the community got an
opportunity to view the concept
images. After the open house, a repre-
sentative from Delcan (the contractor
who will be doing the project) gave a
history of the jog and the technical
aspects of the project. Following that, a
Delcan representative presented the
heritage component of the project and
the design elements. 

Most of the questions from the public
focused on public art and urban
design, bike lanes, traffic, lighting,
pedestrians, landscaping and green-
space. One of the questions asked
was can there be a local charette for
the public art, which is a component of
the project. Area residents are very
proud of their local arts community and
stressed that there is a large and tal-
ented pool of planners, artists and
architects who would be more than
willing to help and give input.

The project will begin in spring 2008, to
be completed in 2009. Most of the dis-
ruption to traffic will be contained to
Dufferin Street and won't affect Queen
Street West to a large extent (but it will
be affected). In the process, Gladstone
Ave. will be narrowed to return it to a
residential street. if you have any
questions or would like to see the con-
ceptual images, please call Councillor
Giambrone’s office at 416-392- 7012.

Queremos todos ver um
melhor sistema de transportes colectivos que chegue a todas as zonas de Toronto.
Quero ver programas de desenvolvimento comunitário em centros comunitários do
Bairro 18 e além. Quero que os programas ambientais, artísticos e juvenis sejam
uma realidade, de modo que as nossas famílias tenham um nível de vida elevado
num ambiente saudável.

No dia 12 de Setembro o TTC reuniu-se
para discutir o pedido da City Manager
para reduzir os seus custos devido à
crise de orçamento que resultou na
decisão do Conselho em adiar o voto,
para conseguir novos recursos através
da Land Transfer Tax e Vehicle
Registration Fee. 

Nesta reunião, o TTC considerou a pos-
sibilidade de se cortar serviços e um
aumento da passagem.  Muitos de vocês
estavam preocupados  e vocalizaram as
sua preocupações para mim, numa peq-
uisa da TTC concluída recentemente, em
que a maioria de participantes prefere
aumentar o custo das passagens do que
perder o serviço. 

O TTC vos ouviu, e em vez de cortar
serviços, aumentou as passagens dos
bilhetes, tokens e metropasses para
poder continuar a dar um bom serviço a
todas as nossas comunidades.

Como resultado, a boa notícia a nível
local é que o autocarro 26 Dupont, linha
que estavia ser possivelmente eliminada,
vai ficar em serviço. O Conselho votou a favor do estacionamento no lado alternativo durante as horas

de ponta para a Dundas e pediu que a Autoridade de Estacionamento de Toronto
apoiasse a Dundas West BIA (Grupo de Negociantes locais) no sentido de encon-
trar uma área para estacionamento permanente (Green "P"  Parking). Abaixo veja
a carta da Sra. Sylvia Draper Fernandez, Presidente do Grupo de Negociantes da
Dundas:

Para os que ainda não sabem, ganhámos a moção para estacionamento durante
a hora de ponta, mais uma vez no Conselho Comunitário. O período experimental
de 6 meses foi abolido, até que o estacionamento adequado seja encontrado.

Development report
West Queen W est (WQW) Triangle
Update

The City has now settled with the devel-
opers who made the first 4 applications in
the WQW Triangle, at 48 Abell, 1171
Queen West, 150 Sudbury and 45 Lisgar.
Although the Ontario Municipal Board
ruled largely in favour of the developers
and against the City and community, the
settlements do improve on the OMB's
decision significantly. The community and
Active 18 have been instrumental in craft-
ing those improvements.

In settling, the City and community have
been able to secure the former Carnegie
Library (now Toronto Public Health) at
1115 Queen West for a performing arts
hub, as well as 72 live-work units in 150
Sudbury to be operated by Artscape, 52
of to be available for low-income artists.
An additional 190 units of affordable
housing will be made available at 48
Abell. Public Health will continue to offer
its valuable services to the community
from a new home secured at 45 Lisgar.

In addition to these benefits, the City is to
provide a new 0.4 hectare park on Lisgar
Street behind the post office, and a sys-
tem of publicly-accessible open land-

scaped space will be maintained through-
out the new developments, as well as an
east-west pedestrian mews south of the
Queen Street buildings. 

Councillor Giambrone will chair a working
group, beginning in the late winter, com-
posed of community members, City staff
and adjacent developers to ensure excel-
lent park design that integrates well in the
neighbourhood.

The settlements will result in the following
buildings, all with retail, gallery, workshop
or live-work space at ground level:

l 150 Sudbury - 6 storeys on the west 
building, 18 storeys on the west

l 45 Lisgar - 14 storeys on the south 
building, 7 storeys on the north

l 48 Abell - 14 storeys on the east build
ing, 18 storeys on the west

l 1171 Queen West - 19 storeys on the
southwest building, 8 storeys on 
Queen Street, but with significant 
step-backs after the 5th floor and an 
extension of Northcote Ave. under an 
archway for pedestrians 

The City has also approved a 7-storey
building, stepping back significantly after
the first 4 storeys, at 2 Gladstone Avenue
(across Gladstone Ave. from the
Gladstone Hotel) after receiving an appli-
cation for 8 storeys.

The developer has proposed an 8-storey
mixed-use building with commercial uses
fronting onto Queen Street West at
ground level and residential uses above. 

1093 Queen Street W est (former
Toronto Fashion Incubator site)
The developer has proposed a 9-storey
mixed-use building with commercial uses
at ground level and residential uses
above.

1155 Queen West (car wash site)
The developer has proposed an 8-storey
mixed-use building with commercial uses
at ground level and residential uses
above.

1439 Bloor , southwest corner at Perth 
Proposal for a large residential tower, no
formal application has been received,
more details to follow.

Film S tudio (158 S terling Road)
Talks continue towards locating the new
film studio in the Tower Automotive build-
ing on the west side of Sterling, north of
Dundas.

Former Glidden Paint Factory
(370 Wallace Avenue)
Cleanup continues on the site, and sev-
eral developers have suggested mixed
industrial and townhouse-style develop-
ments. Key to any development will be
the extension of Edwin Street south.

Perth/Wallace Church 
(243 Perth Avenue)
A developer has approached the City
about a development that will preserve
the existing church building, and add a
new residential building roughly the
same height as the church on the current
parking lot, including underground park-
ing for the entire site. Details and a com-
munity meeting will follow.
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Community Update

In June, the Toronto District School Board met to
approve the sale of Heydon Park School to 14
Division Police for the construction of a new police sta-
tion. The process had to go through the Government
Management  Committee, City Council  and commu-
nity meetings before it could come to pass. With the
help of residents, the police agreed to the following, in
order to better integrate into the neighbourhood:  

l The proposed Toronto Police Service facility at 11
St. Annes Road be subject to a site plan approval 

l City Planning staff be directed to form a 
design working group with the police, local council-
lors' offices, the Heydon Park Resident's
Association, the Lakeview Ave. Resident's
Association, and other community stakeholders

l That City Planning staff be directed to hold a com-
munity consultation meeting as part of the site 
plan process

l That the proposed Toronto Police Service facility at
11 St. Annes Road should include an underground
parking lot.

14 Division police 
station update Police Update

During the summer, 14 Division completed "Project BLT," which
focused on illegal drugs, break-and-enters, problem bars and prostitu-
tion in the area bounded by Dupont, College, Lansdowne and Dufferin.
The results were: 

l Reported crime decreased by 41% over the previous 2 weeks
l Arrests increased by 79% over the previous 2 weeks
l Drug Related Charges -103
l Prostitution Charges - 44
l Highway Traffic Act and Bylaw Offences - 257
l Liquor Licence Act Offences - 20

This fall, in response to complaints about crime, drugs and prostitution,
close to 80 residents and members of the local business community
gathered with Councillor Giambrone, Superintendent Ruth White and
officers from 14 Division, and staff from the City of Toronto and Toronto
Hydro at Susan Tibaldi Parkette for a safety audit in the neighbourhood
around Bloor and Lansdowne, including the laneways, and noted:

l Garbage in many of the laneways and in front of Lansdowne Station
l Dim or burnt out street lights
l Properties that were run down and breaking by-laws
l Certain bars and cafés supporting criminal activity

Since the initial safety audit, the organizing group has had follow up
meetings with Councillor Giambrone's office, officers from 14 Division
and City staff, and they have been able to keep up with the problem
properties and crime in the neighbourhood. If you live in the Bloor
neighbourhood from Dufferin to Lansdowne, and would like to get
involved, contact Councillor Giambrone's office at 416-392-7012.

Getting a temporary on-
street parking permit

Toronto City Council has taken steps to make it easier
for residents and their guests to obtain a temporary
on-street parking permit for their vehicles. If you want
to park on a street that is designated for permit park-
ing, you need a permit. Now, all you need is access to
a computer, printer and a credit card.  You simply need
to fill out some basic information in order to complete
the transaction. 

The first thing to do is go to the website at www.toron-
to.ca/transportation.  You can then find out if there is
parking space available in the area where you wish to
park and then follow the simple instructions to make
the transaction. The cost for the permit is $15.38 per
week (including GST.) The permit is to be displayed on
your dashboard for the duration of your stay.

Safety Walk

Break & enters and theft from autos, often
symptoms of drug problems, also showed
a marked reduction during Project BLT.

Prostitution was found to be a problem 24
hours a day. Plain clothes officers arrested
a number of prostitutes one day during
their patrols, only to find many of the same
women back at work at the next day. In
those instances the police were able to
have boundary conditions imposed as a
condition of their release that banned the
prostitutes from the area.
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Councillor Giambrone was thrilled to attend the South Asian
Women's Centre's annual general meeting on Thursday,
November 22, and was greatly honoured to be acknowledged by
them for the part he was able to play in helping them find their
new home at Dupont and Lansdowne.

The South Asian Women's Centre is a voluntary non-profit
women's organization run by, and for South Asian Women. Their
purpose is to increase self awareness of South Asian Women
and to empower women to develop their social and cultural
potential. South Asian Women from all backgrounds and ages
help them access a variety of programs and services. They strive
to provide an environment where women can work together to
promote their well-being.

The primary focus of SAWC is to increase women's awareness
of themselves and assist them to develop their full potential by
increasing their economic, social, and political standing in 
society. 

The biggest thrill is just seeing them settled into their new facili-
ty. As Councillor Giambrone said that night, it's wonderful that
they have been able to stay in our neighbourhood, where they've
been contributing to the community for many years, and will for
many years to come.
